APPENDIX: 1. Rules for competition
1.SPORT JUJUTSU 

(SENIORS)
1. Goals of Match
Each match consists of 1 round of 3 minutes continuous action (time stops only in case of longer break or an injury, with total of 1 minute injury time for each competitor per match). Players win by decision or by tap out submission (submission by referee intervention will also result in immediate victory). Points can also be achieved for kicks, punches, throws, takedowns and ground work (holds). Arms, wrists, ankles and legs locks are allowed. Points are awarded for following techniques: 
 
	STRIKING:

	1 Point
	For crisp, clean striking techniques delivered to the body with either hand or foot, plus strike to the head (moderate contact is required, deliberate full contact is forbidden)

	2 Points
	For a controlled kick to the head (headgear surface only!) that makes no more than light contact

	GRAPPLING:

	1 Point
	For takedown where at least one foot stays on the mat (opponent must fall to his/her back).

	2 Points
	For a throw that causes both feet to leave the mat (opponent must fall to his/her back).

	GROUNDWORK:

	2 Points
	For achieving a hold down (osae komi) during ground work. This position must  be held for 10 seconds as determined by the Center referee. Only one hold down may be scored by a contestant per one ground time (no consecutive hold downs and consecutive points for that).


 


Once fighters are in a grappling situation with both hands on, there is no striking. There will be only 10 seconds allowed for  standup grappling. If a throw or takedown has not occurred, the players are separated and signaled to continue with punches and kicks.  
 
Each time both players end up on the mat, they are given 20 seconds of ground work. At the end of grappling time the players are separated, brought back to their feet and resume fighting. If the hold-down technique and 10 seconds counting had begun before the expiration of 30 seconds ground time, or before the end of the round, counting will be continued regardless of expiration of time, until full 10 seconds or until the hold down is broken. Trapped (entangled) leg after the beginning of legal hold down is considered broken hold-down (Toketa), same as in judo. Rear Hook (when a competitor has taken full control of their opponent’s back by hooking both feet inside his hip or thigh area) is considered valid hold-down, alongside standard judo osae komi techniques. After expiration of 10 seconds of a hold-down, referee shall stop the match, announce 2 points for osae komi and bring both contestants to their feet, so that they can continue with strikes and kicks. 
 
3. Competition Area and Safety Equipment:
Will be standard judo/jujutsu tatami, covering minimum of 8x8 meters, with additional 1m of safety zone around. Mandatory equipment: Headgear, 1/2 inch thick grappling or karate gloves, and instep protectors. Competitors who don't use it will fight at their own risk. No protective gear shall be allowed to contain any metal or hard plastic. A traditional martial arts gi in full must be worn with sleeves no more than one fist distance up the arm from the wrist.  

2. Categories: 
 
Male: -60kg, -67kg, -75kg, -85kg, -95kg, +95kg

Female: -50kg, -60kg, +60kg

4. Allowed and Illegal Techniques: 
 

Allowed strikes:
1) Hand to the head: only controlled straight strikes to the headgear (kizami zuki, choku zuki, gyaki zuki, oi zuki - direct, semidirect, jab, cross), and controlled uraken (backfist)  to the headgear
2) Hand to body: all fist (glove) strikes, full contact
3) Leg to head: only controlled mawashi geri (roundhouse) to the headgear
4) Leg to body:all standard kicks, full contact
 

No striking to the face area (nose and eyes). No striking below the belt. No kicks to the head EXCEPT mawashi geri ("roundhouse") to the headgear. No open-hand strikes, no back-spinning strikes, no "blind" spinning kicks. No circular strikes to the head (mawashi zuki, hook). Strikes can be delivered with only hand or foot (no knees, elbows, or head-butts). Any strike to a competitor whilst grappling or ground working is illegal. Other illegal techniques: hair pulling, scratching, biting, any blind techniques,  jumping kicks, any finger and spine locks, torsion locks on knee or ankle. 
 
5. Referees, Judges, & Officials 
Each contest will have 2 Corner Judges, Centre referee and a Timekeeper. 
 
The Centre referee shall communicate clearly with the players, judges and timekeepers. The Centre Referee is responsible for counting the ten (10) seconds allowed for stand up grappling. When the competitors are on the ground and a hold down has started, the referee will extend his/her arm out over the competitors, this is the signal for the timekeeper to start the ground time. The Centre referee will instruct the Judges when a successful hold down has been effected for the required time. The Centre Referee is the only person who can call for and administer a penalty. 
 
Two Corner Judges will keep the score of the match. The Judges will count all striking points for each competitor that are to a legal target area, all take-downs and throws and all hold-downs indicated by Centre Referee.
 
At the end of the match the Centre Referee will  “Call for Winner” and judges will raise the flag of the winner (or point to him by hand). In the event of identical scores on a Judge’s counters, the Judge will cross their arms to indicate a tie. In the event a tie , the Centre Referee will announce 1 minute additional fight-time.
 
Timekeepers shall be seated adjacent to the competition area and shall stop and start time according to the referee's signal to do so (only in case of injury or longer break). Timekeeper shall, by verbal and visual signals, such as throwing a bean bag or suitable substitute into the centre of the competition area inform the referee when time has run out.
 
7. Penalization 
Warnings & Penalties will be issued to any competitor who:
 
1) Uses excessive contact
2) Attacks illegal target areas 
3) Uses illegal techniques.
4) Runs out of bounds to avoid engagement 
5) Falls on the ground to avoid an attack 
6) Continues to engage after being ordered to stop.
7) Uses negligent or reckless attacks 
8) Is disrespectful to officials or other competitors.
9) Displays unsportsmanlike conduct.
 
Contestant who commits minor infraction will be only warned. Repeated minor infractions will result in 1 point award to the opponent (Shido). Major infractions and repeated minor infractions will result in 2 points award to the opponent (Chui). Any severe infraction or any infraction afer Chui wil result in disqualification of the contestant. Disqualified contestant will no receive no medals, even when he or she is disqualified in final match.
 

2.SPORT JUJUTSU 

(YOUTH)
 

In Youth categories only uraken strike will be allowed to the head. All strikes and throws are scored as 1 point. There are no chokes or locks, allowed. Pins (osae komi) of 10 seconds will mean the end of the fight. In these youth categories  weight divisions are:
 

Boys: -40kg, -47kg, -55kg, -65kg, +65kg
Girls: -40kg, -47kg, -55kg, +55kg
3. JUJUTSU KATA 
 
Competition is done in concurrence of pairs, consisting members from same age category. There will be following divisions:

1. Boys under 16 (all born 1994 or later)
2. Girls and mix pairs under 16 (all born 1994 or later)
3. Seniors female and mix pairs
4. Seniors male
Pair of contestants will perform self-defenses against 4 (FOUR) attacks. Structure of these four attacks must be following:
 
1 - one hand strike or leg kick
2 - one hold (on hand, collar, shoulder, hair, etc.)
3 - one embracing (around neck, torso, above hands, under hands...)
4 - one knife or club attack
 
Each defensive action must contain one (and only one!) throw, with initial block and/or strikes or attacks on kyusho points, and with finishing control (lock, choke, hold or finishing strike). 
 
First pair will perform their four attacks and defenses, Type of strikes and method of defense will be a choice of competitors. Upon the end of presentation from the first pair, second pair will perform their defenses. First pair will perform their four attacks and defenses, Type of strikes and method of defense will be a choice of competitors. Upon the end of presentation from the first pair, second pair will perform their defenses. Once both pairs are done, three (3) or five (5) referees decide by vote of flags which pair had a better presentation. Referee is allowed to cross his flags as a sign that he cannot decid the winner (hikiwake, tie). If all the votes show a tie, pairs will repeat their demonstrations. Better pair goes to the next round of competition.
